4 Specifications
4.1 Particulars

1. Always verify electrical specifica-
tions on the data plate (figure 4-1) of
each individual freezer. Data plate
specifications will always supersede the
information in this manual.

2. This freezer requires a protected
20 amp 220 volt circuit. Connect the
freezer to a circuit separate from any
other electrical equipment. The freezer
plug will fit a NEMA “6-20R” receptacle.

3. Always check and verify voltage
and amperage on the data plate (figure
4-1) located on the back panel of each
freezer.

4. Supply voltage must be within
+10% of voltage indicated on the name-
plate.

5. An easily accessible main power
disconnect must be provided for all
poles of the wiring to the freezer.
